FROM THE PASTON LETTERS

The Paston Family
Setting: Norfolk, England, 1400s

These excerpts are from letters that describe events in the lives of Margaret and John
Paston and their seven children.

The Pastons own a great deal of land. While John is away, a neighbor seizes his
estate. Margaret escapes to a friend’s house and writes to John. Several years later,
another estate is attacked, and Margaret tells John about the damage.

The Pastons’ daughter Margery is secretly engaged to a man named Richard Calle.
Richard writes to Margery about their secret love. Soon after, Margaret writes to her
son, John II, telling him that she has kicked Margery out of the house. She writes
again to him about his financial difficulties. John II writes to tell his mother about an
injury to his brother, John III. Later, he writes to John III about the plague in England.
