1. Do the initial stage directions and opening scene establish the setting, characters and conflict?

2. Does the script fully explore the ideas it introduces?

3. Do all the events move the script forward?

4. Is dialogue used appropriately to advance the script’s plot and to develop characters and theme?

5. Does the script suggest an explicit or implict theme?

6. Does the script end with a resolution of the conflict and a clear indication of the theme?
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
