Three months later, Olga meets a neighbor, Pustovalov. He works in a lumberyard. She falls
in love and they marry. Now Olga adopts his opinions and interests. She learns to love the
lumber business. When her husband is away buying lumber, Olga sometimes talks to an army
veterinarian named Smirnin. After six years of marriage, Pustovalov becomes ill and dies.
Olga falls in love with Smirnin. She adopts his opinions. When Smirnin is transferred far
away, Olga is alone. Without anyone to love, she becomes sad and joyless. When Smirnin
comes back to town, he brings a wife and son, Sasha. Olga invites them to stay in her house.
She begins to love Sasha. She takes care of him when his parents cannot.
