Setting: South Africa, after 1991, when apartheid ended
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Breaking the Chain by Nomfundo Mhlana

Mhlana grew up on a farm owned by whites. Her parents worked there, and she saw
how badly whites treated blacks. As a child, she was unhappy being black. White people
discouraged blacks from going to school, and blacks lived far away from whites. Now that
Mandela is president, apartheid is over. Society is more equal. However, Mhlana believes
that whites still believe many of the ideas of apartheid. Mhlana hopes that some whites are
changing their opinions. She plans to go to school and get a good job. She is now proud to
be black.

Rediscovering the Nation by Mark Abrahamson

Abrahamson is a white South African. As a child, the truth about apartheid was hidden
from him.
