FROM NIGHT

Elie Wiesel
Setting: A train going from Hungary to Poland, 1944
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Elie Wiesel is 15 years old. He and many other Jews from his town are taken prisoner. Nazi
soldiers crowd them into a railroad cattle car. Wiesel and the others do not know where they
are going. One prisoner, Madame Schéichter, has been separated from her family. She has
gone crazy from grief and fear. On the third night, she screams that she sees a fire. There is
no fire. The other prisoners try to calm her. She keeps screaming about fire. The others can’t
listen to her anymore. They try everything to keep her quiet. They even hit her in the head.
At dawn she grows quiet, but each night she screams about fire.

The train stops at a station called Auschwitz. The prisoners wait on the train. They are
told they are going to a labor camp and that they will be treated well. At night, the train starts
moving again. It comes to its final stop. The prisoners see barbed wire. Then they hear
Madame Schichter screams again about a fire. When they look out the window, they see
flames rising from a tall chimney.

Elie Wiesel tiene 15 afios de edad. A ¢l y a muchos otros judios de su pueblo los toman
prisioneros. Los soldados nazis los amontonan en un vagén para ganado. Wiesel y los demas
no saben a donde van. A una prisionera, Madame Schichter, la separaron de su familia. A
causa del sufrimiento y del miedo se volvio loca.
